








Guide to publication for Journal of the Japan Carbonization Research
(Revised Apr. 1, 2022)

Prerequisites for publication:

The first author must be a member of the Japan
Carbonization Research Society. However, there
may be a case of contributions by nonmembers

under the decision by editorial board.

Types of articles:

Articles should be in the form of following types :
a. Original Articles: original studies with new and
valuable results in the field of carbonization. max
8 pages.

b. Notes: original studies of limited scope, with
academically and technically valuable results. max
8 pages.

c. Review: commentary on the fields of
carbonization and related topics, based on the
scientific results. max 10 pages.

d. Technical Report: Technically valuable reports
in carbonization. max 8 pages.

e. Others: authorized articles by editorial board
such as columns, conference reports, book review

and other data.

Submission of Manuscript:

The manuscripts should be written in English
or Japanese, in accordance to "Instructions for
authors". Editorial board decides whether to accept
or reject submitted manuscripts in consultation
with two referees. Copyright of the submitted
manuscript belongs to the Japan Carbonization

Research Society.

Submission fees (from outside Japan):
The cost for publication is two thousand and five
hundred yen per page. Offprints are available in

one thousand yen in each lot of ten.

Instructions for authors:

1. Manuscripts should be prepared in English or
Japanese, including tables and figures. Text should
be typed double-space with wide margins on
vertical A4 paper, and use 9 or 10 points of fonts
(serif fonts (Times) for texts, and sans-serif fonts
(Helvetica) for titles).

2. Manuscripts should contain following heads :
Type of article (Original Articles, Notes, Review,
Technical Report, others)

Title

Name of authors (Addresses of authors should
be added in the bottom of the first page of
manuscript)

Abstract (approx. 200 words)

Keywords (max 5 words)

Text (e.g. Introduction, Material and Methods,
Results, Discussion, Acknowledgement etc.)
References

In manuscripts written in English, adding the title,
authors, abstract and keywords in Japanese is
strongly recommended in the last page.

3. Standard abbreviations and units should be
used; SI units are recommended. Abbreviations
should be defined at first appearance, and their

use in the title and abstract should be avoided.



Generic names of chemicals should be used. Genus
and species names should be typed in italic.

4. All figures and tables should be prepared
enough clear and cited in the text and numbered
sequentially with Arabic numerals. Locate titles
under the figures and at the head of tables.

5. Number references are consecutively written
in the order cited in the text, not alphabetically.

The accuracy of reference data is the authors'

responsibility. Journal titles should be abbreviated
according to The List of Serial Title Word
Abbreviations published by the ISSN International
Center. References should be cited using superscript
numbers V23,1460 in the text. Articles on an
internet website are not suitable as references,
and thus when they are used for the purpose,
the reason must be clarified in the format of
